Program and organizational definitions of “Station Service”
WECC-none that has been officially adopted, but lead engineers consider it any load behind the meter. The Planning Engineers do not distinguish between Station Service and On-site load. 

CRS-Green-e- “G. Parasitic Load 
Renewable energy consumed as parasitic load of an eligible facility is not eligible for use in a Green-e Energy Certified product. Parasitic load is a load that contributes to the process of electricity generation.” (taken from the Green-e National Standard) 

CEC- "Plant Side Losses (Percentage)

These are sometimes defined as 'parasitic losses' or 'station service losses.' This is the power consumed by the power plant as a part of its normal operation. It can also be defined as the difference between the gross capacity and net capacity." (taken from a Commission draft report) 

Nevada-none in statutes; staff defines as difference between gross and net generation. “Arbitrage” of Station Service, that is purchasing Station Service at lower price and selling all output at higher price, is specifically disallowed as outlined in the order for Docket 09-02029. 

Oregon-Power necessary to produce power (taken from Oregon Administrative Rule 860-029-0030)
