· PCR 163: Remove or Replace Account Holder (AH) Fees Report:  Mary Frantz from WREGIS reported on this item (please see PCR 163 for further details).  
Brief highlights from this discussion are listed below:
· The AH report will move in conjunction with PCR 160 Itemized bill report and will not be purged from the system unless PCR 160 is approved and until it is implemented.  This will insure that individuals who use this report will be able to utilize it until PCR 160 is implemented.

· WREGIS Stakeholder Advisory Committee Members received an email on Wednesday July 8, 2009 requesting; questions, comments, or concerns regarding this issue.  To date WREGIS staff has not received any comments back from the Stakeholders.
· A question came up about why this report was added to being with.  It was unclear as to why this report was added however the California Energy Commission has looked into it and has no problems deleting the functionality.

· PCR 165: NERC Tag/WREGIS Renewable Delivery Verification:  Rob Campbell reported on this item (please see PCR 165 for further details).  

Brief highlights from this discussion are listed below:

1. "Does implementing the change reduce future flexibility for disaggregating RECs?"  The answer I heard is no, there's no change to retirement functionality, just an easier ability to use e-tags to track the WREGIS Certificates that are retired.

2. "Does implementing the change match the RECs to the electricity before importation, frustrating the CEC's definition of a REC?"   The answer I heard was no, because the change would track the etags to retired RECs, which etags would have been associated with electricity that had already been imported prior to retirement.
