V.       Items for review/comments
· Status of Working Group for PCR 165 (NERC Tag/WREGIS Renewable Delivery Verification)

Brief highlights from this discussion are listed below:

· Kip Pheil gave a brief overview of PCR.

· Confidentiality issues of the regulatory system regarding NERC Tag functionality were discussed.  In addition John Pappas suggested including an expert from the greenhouse gas market. Rob Campbell and Kate Zocchetti to inform and invite CPUC and CEC staff working on GHG regulation within the Western Climate Initiative (WCI) framework to participate.
· WREGIS staff confirmed 24 people have signed up to join the working group.

· An agenda drafted by Rob Campbell was discussed. The agenda will be sent to WREGIS staff for distribution for the group’s first meeting on September 10, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. (PT)/10:00 a.m. (MT).

VI. Other Items for discussion:
· Program Eligibility verification process issues: 

· Discussion concerning Program eligibility certification of Generating Units (GU).  The certification process typically requires the Program Administrator (PA) to mark or upload a file in the system with the WREGIS Administrator (WA) verifying the certification. An Account Holder currently has an option to enter Program Certification Numbers during GU registration. This process could be streamlined if the PA action were the only certification needed.  This would need a system change to eliminate the WA verification step and remove the Account Holder access to enter/change these fields.  This could also reduce the chance of human error during GU PA eligibility upload and verification.

· John Pappas asked about the process in other tracking systems, Mary Frantz noted that M-RETS is considering a modification to their process. John Pappas asked if we could get a copy of the M-RETS process and a flow chart of the WREGIS process to assist in understanding. Mary Frantz will ask the M-RETS Administrator (Bryan Gower) for a copy of the recent change request form for their system.  Kip Pheil will provide a Change Request Form to begin the change process in WREGIS. Kate Zocchetti raised a concern of potential loss of oversight and requested a clear idea of the process, to include a flow chart, to help everyone involved to understand the process fully.  Katie Sloan requested the flow chart include related  notifications (emails and system messages)
