Proposed: Redevelop the WREGIS delivery functionality to accommodate broader range of delivery and tracking needs for associating deliveries of renewable energy into member jurisdictions, including simultaneous and non-simultaneous delivery.

There were a number of questions during the Sept 10 meeting that revolved around whether or not NERC tags were the right tool for tracking imports of renewable energy.  Question was posed to the group – is there a better method?

1. Does the proposal (at a conceptual level) capture everyone's needs?  Would it meet the needs of other jurisdictions?
2. At the Aug 4 – SAC meeting there was some concern that this proposal might constitute the “retirement” of an attribute.  In terms of “claims” or “retirement” of attributes, is the registry of an import of renewable energy via the proposed method any different than that of the existing WREGIS functionality?
 
5. Proposed Key Issues List – (looking for additions) 
A. System does not allow Marketers (i.e. non-RPS regulated entities) to import into a Power Pool on an RPS regulated entities behalf and then transfer them title of an eligible delivery – an intermediate “match” account would likely address this.
B. Cumbersome for "Banking" - Difficult for LSE's to import, bank and use for future compliance years under current implementation - an intermediate “match” account would likely address this.
C. Much of the data on NERC tags is confidential to the entities on the tag (much of it isn’t), the system needs to adhere to NERC/NAESB guidelines on tag confidentiality.
