
WREGIS Stakeholder Advisory Meeting- Notes
July 7, 2009

The newly elected 2009 SAC officers were introduced: Chair, Jan Pepper, SunFund Corporation; Vice-Chair, Kip Pheil, Oregon Department of Energy; and Secretary, Steve Johnson, Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission

Attendees: Jan Pepper, Kip Phil, Steve Johnson, Lars Kvale of APX, and Stephanie Roghaar, Andrea Coon and Mary Frantz of WREGIS, Suzanne Korosec and Lorraine Gonzalez of CEC, Jeremy Weinstein and Kristie Sharp of PacifiCorp, Cathy Melton of Chelan, Deb Malin and Lorena Legarde of BPA, Elaine Sison-Lebrilla of SMUD, and Dean Cooley of the Geysers.

Jan described the purpose of the meeting- essentially the agenda items- and solicited input on the agenda from those on the call.  She also asked what general interests the SAC members on the phone had.  Some had called to catch-up on WREGIS while some wanted to know how WREGIS worked or were interested in the nuts and bolts of the WREGIS operation.  Others wanted to make sure WREGIS stayed policy neutral as it developed. 

Jan reviewed the agenda (see end of minutes) and no new items were proposed. 

Mary reviewed the features of the proposed PCR 160.  Mary indicated that before the meeting she had only had a chance to discuss the proposed PCR 160 with Christy Sharp of PacifiCorp. Several questions were asked regarding terms in the drop down menu and in various fields of the spreadsheet as well as how the itemized billing statement linked to the original source of the information.  The discussion concluded that the proposed design would not injure any of the existing functions and it would satisfy the needs BPA and PacifiCorp had for itemized billing information for each of its sub-account holder.

By consent, SAC approved recommending the new PCR 160 to the Change Order Committee at their next meeting on July 14.  SAC also agreed to send out a notice to all SAC members via the email list (listserve?) letting SAC members know that the SAC is recommending these changes to the WREGIS Change Control Committee, and giving members until Friday to add any additional comments about this change. 

The group also discussed the fixed nature of the cost for any change, big or small, to the WREGIS system, as APX needs to run a full test of WREGIS anytime a change is made. BPA and PacifiCorp pointed out that they would eventually need more fields for sub-account holders because BPA would have more sub-account holders than the WREGIS system allowed it to enter. BPA estimated they would need an expansion of the number of sub-accounts in the WREGIS system some time during 2011time frame. It was suggested that the next meeting take up the idea of target dates for future changes in the WREGIS system so parties could prepare suggestions for future needed changes. The goal would be to reduce the number of change orders over time. It was decided to add this planning concept to the agenda for the next meeting as a discussion item.

WREGIS staff raised questions about the value of the “account holder fee report”, pointing out that it did not have much information in it and was not very useful.  It was agreed to discuss whether to retain that report at the next SAC meeting. 

Jan described the purpose of the monthly SAC meetings as a means of allowing users to provide input or request changes in the WREGIS system.  The SAC will then determine if the change request is ready to be referred to a WREGIS subcommittee, or if additional input from other users is needed first, The Monthly meets would try to stay under an hour and restrain the meeting time to conform to the length of the agenda. At a minimum the SAC officers will convene the calls each month to keep up on any administrative manners but absent significant agenda items the meeting will be considerably shorter than an hour.  When there are items that need discussing at the SAC meeting, an agenda will be sent out in advance and SAC member attendance is strongly encouraged. The goal is to have the SAC be the first place for users to request changes, which the SAC will then refer to the appropriate WREGIS subcommittee.
