Items for Discussion
Mary gave background on the requested changes. They were first  presented to APX to be fixed as bugs ;– it was determined that these items were not considered bugs so they must be submitted to change control.
A. PCR-166 – Login Permission Levels

· View only logins are able  to pull account holder reports – this is giving them more information than an account holder may want their “view only” login users to have. 

a. Possibly narrow down the “View Only” to accommodate this. 

b. Some logins cannot transfer certificates but can view the history of the transfers
c. John wants to know if this change can be driven by the account holders

d. Currently full access or view only –A partial view option will allow for a more personalized view for members and close up a loop hole. 

e. Kristie – PacifiCorp – explained how this would be helpful to her. 

f. Linda – SDG&E would like to add a permission level option to NOT view general reports.

g. Have we received comment from any of the other stakeholders on what would be useful?
1. According to process unless we are requested to do so administrative processes are not required to go through SAC

2. Andrea suggests dual tracks to make this go through faster.
· Goes to WREGIS  to approve cost estimate and then to APX – for cost estimate

· Goes to SAC – for usefulness questions

h. This is to go to Anne Marie’s report at the next WREGIS Committee meeting 11/12and on the SAC agenda for 12/1
B. PCR-167 – Aggregation Split(s) Shown on Reports

· The units that are aggregated – the data is loaded by the QRE and is all put to one generator unit id number – at this point the system will split by nameplate capacity or it has to be manually put in – this information is not kept anywhere on a report.

a. Generation activity log to show when a manual split was made and accepted and also who put in the split. 

b. John wants to know if this is needed

1. Andrea says yes – this creates a lot of work anytime anybody has a question about it. This will look like the multi-fuel units that have to put splits in. 

c. John asked why is this a maintenance type item?

1. This was not included in the original design documents.

d. Kate wants to know if it’s not generation data that is showing.
1. Andrea says this is currently not on the log.

e. Anne-Marie recommends sending to WREGIS for cost estimate to APX

C. PCR-168 – Generation Resulting in 0 Certificates

· There are 4 different reasons why even if generation is uploaded into system generation can result in0 certificates being created (see PCR for details)
a. Currently have to recreate what happened. This report would result in a type of error message that would tell why it amounted to 0. We want this to be easily accessed by the account holder and administrator

b. Where would this message show?
1. Would be an after-the-fact because the 0 certificate occurs when something doesn’t happen – doesn’t know it’s going to happen until nothing is created. 

c. Show up as additional message to tell account holder and administrator why it resulted and 0’d out. 
D. PCR-169 – Data Upload – Date Range soft warning

· Several times QRE’s have uploaded wrong date ranges – there are constraints on when the data will be accepted

a. This really messes things up when someone puts on a wrong date range. Usually requires APX intervention
b. If the date range is not what it’s expected to be it issues a soft warning – won’t accept above a certain range anyway but will warn for a low range

E. PCR-170 – Account Status – Effective Date
· When the WREGIS Administrator first approves an account it has a current status and an effective approved date – when we have to close an account and re-initiate the account we are not able to keep their original approval date. We are closing and re-initiating because an account went into default, when they resolve the issue the account is re-initiated.   The accounting system looks to the approval date to calculate the annual fees, when the date is incorrect revenue is lost for the months that the account was in default.

a. Possibly add an effective field and create a second field for re-instated.

b. If we add the re-initiated date column it will need to be added to the billing file also. 

c. We’ll get two estimates

F. PCR – 171 – Facility Transfer Box
If there is a request for a facility transfer the WREGIS Administrator only gets notification sent to the WREGIS Admin email box. This should go through the WREGIS System account. Otherwise there is a real possibility that the requests could be lost.  Already a transfer inbox – notification in the system is populated when a request for assignment is selected
G. PCR-172 – Remove Double Selections on Reports

· When you go to certain reports it has a go button and when you select from down menus – the system double selects both with the down menu and the go button. Received complaints and we also find this an annoyance. 

a. APX is going to check to see if this is a bug

b. We can find this out at the In Person meeting. 

H. PCR-173 – Annual Generation and Certificate Reports
· This will be pushed to next meeting so that Kari Clark present this item
a. Can Kari Clark also share what an M-RETS’ report is?
b. James Webb – APX – confirmed that the WREGIS report shows generation by month and the M-RETS report shows generation b year.
