A. WREGIS Committee Annual In-Person overview *

1. Minutes will be posted and other presentations will be put up on website when received. 

2. Review of meeting – see website for committee background materials. 

3. Invite for stakeholders to have more focus on system users and add to and extend the In-Person meeting. 

B. SAC 2010 work plan *

1. See spreadsheet – review of each item on spreadsheet. 
2. Item 1 - This didn’t go to sub-committees, was received yesterday. 
3. Will send out general inquiry on some of these issues to cover participation.

4. Any specific items that anybody has in mind that falls under the category of system modification or items the SAC should take on

5. Linda – is this similar to the RPS track form? Kari says that currently in WREGIS you can look at your generation by month and this will provide all generation by year. 

6. John asks the work that we are doing with CEC (WREGIS) energy track forms – this is not related to item brought by Kari to the table – John asks does this go to change control process? Andrea says to her knowledge nothing has at this point but if this did happen it would go through the change control process. 

7. Kate mentions the WREGIS compliance report is what is sent to the California Energy Commission. 

8. Kate asks of who pays for the change – the question is, will it benefit all as a whole or just a specific company?,This is what we need to find out before we proceed. 

9. Andrea mentions that in general the best way to submit changes that will be beneficial to multiple parties should go through the SAC for comments. 

10. Kari’s item can be on the agenda for the January meeting. 

a) Kari wants to know if it would be efficient to ask APX to for a cost estimate?

(1) Andrea says the CCSC has to decide if it would be a worthwhile change.
(2) John presents to the committee: can we get an idea if this will be a useful item?

(a) Kip mentions there is not a defined threshold to make this decision

(b) There is discussion on what this report will do. 

(3) John mentions that the change control can decide next week on whether or not to get an estimate and can wait to hear from SAC next month. 

(a) Andrea agrees that this makes sense but she mentions that if we are going out for cost estimate at same time we are going out with comments we may run into an issue if SAC members want to make changes to the original request these will not be taken into account. 

(4) This will be submitted to change control and PCR will be sent out with comments to be back on Friday.  Kari approved WREGIS posting all three of these to website for comments.
