III. Items for Discussion
A. PCR – 173 - Annual Generation and Certificate Reports
· Kari gave a brief rundown – a new report that has all of the generation by month by each generator on one page. 

· This would be helpful for certificates as well

· Andrea mentions that we ended up with a total of 3 and this was forwarded to Kip – no negatives. 

· John asks if the certificate generation report can be made available by month instead of year.
· We will send this to APX to get a cost for a report for both certificates and generation. 

· We can put this on the agenda for the Feb PSC meeting that way we can have a cost estimate from APX and it can go through PSC for cost allocation before going to WC. 
B. PCR – 174 – Change control form for Generation Allocations
· Kari gave example of the issue she came across. 
· John – the reason we can’t do this is because we can’t un-create certificates. 
· This PCR is asking that WREGIS do this correction rather than the account holder. 
· Andrea is not opposed to APX looking at this and having them propose something – however, be prepared for it being a heavy price.
· Anne-Marie – might we consider offering a formula that everyone uses or a suggested methodology? 
· Andrea says we could do a suggested methodology

· At this point we have to manually have someone go in to make those changes – they would have to figure out what could be done to automate not only the history changes but the future changes and make sure the math is going to be correct. Bryan doesn’t have a solution as of yet – the calculation is there.
· Kari asks if the WREGIS staff is willing to make the changes manually until a system can be put in place

· Andrea says no

· Bryan asks what we envision that the calculation does outside the system

· This will automatically change in the subsequent month

· Kari’s proposal is to wait until APX can look at this and price it.

· Andrea says this should go on hold until we have some solutions from APX. Anne-Marie agrees. 
C. PCR – 175 – Change control form for Certificate Selection
· Creating a process that would have certificates retire or transfer on an automatic preset. 
· Kari – this is to make the retirement process easier – instead of manually checking certificates to retire there would be a query to check parameters. 
· Andrea asked James and Brian if this has already gone for development for MRET’s
a. Brian says yes they are creating a search screen to encompass a quantity of certificates

· Kari clarifies that it selects certificates for retirement with the option to de-select

· Andrea says this item was discussed at the WC in-person meeting and Kristie Sharp at PacifiCorp expressed interest in this

· Anne-Marie moves that this is sent to APX for costing and then to the PSC for cost allocation and the functionality discussion
D. PCR-166 – Login Permission Levels

· When account holders assign view only positions the restricted areas can still be seen by looking at various reports so this will narrow down for more control what is in the view only

· APX came in with a cost estimate of $1,350

· Lars indicated that since all these changes came in for costing at the same time there is an economy scale built in to the pricing

E. PCR-167 – Aggregation Split(s) Shown on Reports

· To show aggregation splits on reports – a good thing to have for audit trails

· Price is again $1,350

F. PCR-168 – Generation Resulting in 0 Certificates

· Change to generation reports – put more info on generation activity log to alert to the reason certificates generated at 0

· Pricing is $5,400 but still a good deal in terms of time staff and APX researches

G. PCR-169 – Data Upload – Date Range soft warning

· Preventative for Account holders. System would give soft warning on date range.

· Price is $1,350

H. PCR-170 – Account Status Effective Date 

· If for any reason the account holders account closed the effective approval date will remain – this  date affects billing for annual fees

· Price is $1,215

I. PCR-171 – Facility Transfer Box 

· Administrators – if there is a request for transfer there is a file built in system where it shows generators are waiting to be transferred

· Price is $1,755
$12,420 – total price but this is a very good deal

· Anne Marie moves that this is passed to PSC for cost allocation 

· Andrea asked if the PSC still wants to apply the matrix even though they are Admin

· Suzanne doesn’t know – she will double check and let Andrea know. Then they will go to the WC agenda
