V. WREGIS Status Report

A. System Operations- (Katherine Graham)
· WREGIS Staff and APX have found some bugs in the system which is to be expected with some of the new scenarios being presented to WREGIS. 
· Update on PIR 131-Deliverability Issue

· Testing with WREGIS and CEC then schedule the release
· Kate Zochetti reported that it is expected that the functionality will be available for 2009 data but not for 2008 data.
B. Operations Report-  (Connie White & Andrea Coon)
· 214 account holders and 810 generating units are participating in WREGIS
· Re: QREs: Oregon docket will be coming to an end shortly and they expect to approve a standard offer contracts for use by QREs.  This may be helpful for other states to use as a model.
· WREGIS Staff will be looking for a new computer contractor to replace the current ones in hosting and managing the website.
· California Energy Commission/WREGIS won the Clean Energy States Alliance (CESA) 2009 State Leadership in Clean Energy Award which was presented at a ceremony at the National Press Club in Washington DC.
VI.       Stakeholder Advisory Committee Report (SAC)
A. SAC Election Rules. Jeff Burks reported on this topic.  A brief summary of the discussion can be found below (Please see the 20090126 WC background materials for the full SAC Election Rules):    
· SAC officers recommend holding the SAC elections after the WREGIS Committee elections are held.

· SAC recommends that the WC adopt these rules.

· The WC made the following changes to the SAC Election Rules:

1. The SAC Chair will be assigned to the person receiving most votes in the SAC officer election.  
2. Change timing of SAC elections from being held on day 90 from the notice of SAC elections to be held for a 10 day window for voting ending on Day 60.

VII. Subcommittee Reports:

A. Operational Subcommittee-(OSC- Gregg Morris)
Connie reviewed the report (please see the WC background materials for this meeting to view the WREGIS Monthly Budget and Growth Rate Chart).  Brief points of this discussion are listed below:
· Will be doing revenue projections twice a year in April and then again in October.  The projections have not changed and will not change until April.  There was a suggestion to have the WREGIS Staff consider whether changing fees might be necessary, after seeing the April updated projections.
· Jason Marks had a question as to why the billed revenues go down after November.    WREGIS staff responded that it was partially due to the fact that the ISO continues to backload data and so there may not be any smooth trends for a few months.
· There was a discussion regarding charges accrued for the WIT tool which enabled the deliverability functionality to be completed in a timely manner. The OSC recommended that the monthly fee of $200.00 for the continuing charges be charged to WREGIS Account Holders that will be utilizing the functionality.   
The WREGIS Committee directed that the $200 monthly fee be passed through to Account Holders who use the functionality and that the $20,000 up-front charges to implement the deliverability function be absorbed by WREGIS, with the following intent language:  
The WREGIS Committee’s intent is to fund software changes from funds put aside specifically for that purpose, and not from WREGIS operational expenses.  Using these operational funds for software changes which directly benefit a relatively small number of WREGIS users will be done in this case only.  The Committee will not use this as a precedent in any future consideration of funding other software changes.   This is a one-time, unique situation and the WREGIS Committee is making an exception here because it has not yet adopted a policy on cost allocations, and wishes to make the OATI tool timely available to those who need it.
