VII. Subcommittee Reports:

A. Operational Subcommittee-(OSC- Gregg Morris)
Budget update- (Mary Frantz):  The OSC met on February 18, 2009 and looked at the Monthly budget information.  A brief list of discussion items is listed below:

· In January of 2009 WREGIS made more then it spent.  
· Mary Frantz went over the WREGIS Monthly Budget Report.  (Please see the 20090302 background materials for the 200902 budget spread sheets.) 

· WREGIS has only spent 1/4 of the total budget and they are 1/3 of the way through the year.

· Revenue projections will be reviewed in April of 2009.  
· There was a discussion about retirements being a onetime mass transaction around April/May of every year in California. 
· The next OSC meeting will be held on March 18, 2009. 
B. Policy Subcommittee-(PSC- Suzanne Korosec)

· The Inter Registry Working Group (IRT) met on February 23, 2009.  They discussed several data types that the WREGIS Staff identified as important to show on the WREGIS Certificates.  This group is scheduled to meet again on March 9, 2009.  (Please see the 20090223 IRT meeting minutes for more details)
· The QRE Working group next step is pending the outcome of the Oregon PUC decision regarding its investigation into electric utilities providing QRE service. 
· Incremental Hydro Working group:
Kip Pheil from ODOE has developed a list of objectives for this group.  

· The next PSC meeting will be held on March 11, 2009.  

C. Change Control Subcommittee- (CCSC- Anne-Marie Cuneo)

· Anne-Marie Cuneo reported on this item. The CCSC met on February 11, 2009.  The CCSC has no new business.
· Utah emailed WREGIS their specifications for APX to continue costing out their request.

· John Pappas brought up a question to the California Energy Commission (CEC) regarding the possibility of issuing REC’s retroactively.  The CEC answered that they did not feel at this time that they would be allowing entities to retroactively report REC’s.  The WREGIS Staff mentioned that there is a protocol set up within the Operating Rules to administer retroactive certificates if the state specifies in writing to the WREGIS Administrator that they are allowing for retroactive creation of certificates. 
VIII. WREGIS Committee Election Update:  
· WREGIS Staff reported that there is one nominee for the State/Provincial seat and 3 for the Industry/Other seat. 
· March 2, 2009 is the last day to turn in Candidate Statement Forms.
Jack King had a question about whether or not new officers would be reelected at this time or not. John Pappas recommended that the WREGIS Committee look at the outcome of the election and make a determination whether or not to reelect officers.
