3.3 Simultaneous Registration  

Simultaneous registration of Generating units or facilities in WREGIS and any other tracking system is prohibited and is grounds for immediate suspension or termination of the Generating facility/units or the Account Holder in WREGIS and may lead to forfeiture of any and all associated RECs in WREGIS. Upon discovery, simultaneous registration will be reported by the WREGIS Administrator to the Administrator of the other tracking system as well as to any Program Administrators who have granted eligibility status to the unit. Any WREGIS Account Holders who have transacted with the Generator during the period of simultaneous registration will also be notified. 
Tracking System Generating Unit Transfer
Generating units or facilities registered in any other tracking system and wishing to transfer to or register in WREGIS must terminate generator registration in the other tracking system, provide the WREGIS Administrator with information as to the length of time and reporting periods covered by registration in the other tracking system, and sign a sworn affidavit that the Generating Facility has been terminated from the other tracking system prior to registration with WREGIS. The Generator or facility registrar must also provide written permission to the Administrator of the non-WREGIS tracking system to release any and all information regarding periods of registration, certificate batch creation, and other information deemed necessary by the WREGIS Administrator. Whether or not to accept such Generating facilities/units into WREGIS will be at the discretion of the WREGIS Administrator.
