· There was some discussion about whether or not WREGIS could be billed on a fiscal year basis rather than on a calendar year.  Jan replied that ETTNA would be happy to start billing on a fiscal basis starting next fiscal year and charge $7,500.00 instead of the $10,000.00 for the current fiscal year. 

· John Pappas stated that since funds are already budgeted, that in his opinion WREGIS should pay for 2009 and review again for 2010 budget.
