IV. Status Report
A. PCR 155: Inter-registry transfer (IRT) of REC’s.   Brief highlights from this meeting are listed below:
· The IRT has formed a smaller working group to develop the policy protocols for Inter-registry transfers.  
· This group met on April 7, 2009
· This group decided to expand the document working group to all of the registries nationwide, in hopes of coming up with a uniform policy for all tracking systems.

· This group will be meeting again on April 21, with all of the national registry participants (PJM-Nepool, MRETS, ERCOT, and WREGIS).

B. QRE Working Group Update
