A. System Operations- (Lars Kvale)
1. Last batch of PCR’s approved are scheduled to be released around the end of March
2. Working to get contract presented to Andrea by today or tomorrow
B. Operations Report-  (Andrea Coon)
1. Right now 316 active account holders

2. 1 item of note – we did have ECO Logo (Program Administrator) officially finish their registration process. 

3. We are now up to 1248 active generators

4. Total number of Program Administrators is 6. Nevada is on its way.

1. Table discussion of NERC E-Tags

2. PCR-173 Annual report - Can this be replicated in WREGIS and the follow up to this, is there any other M-RETs system that could be implemented into WREGIS.  APX clarified that account holders need to specify.

3. March agenda has not been set yet. We may discuss open PCR’s and timelines.  We will likely focus on general changes. 

· Need to look at  timing issues for the SAC to respond to issues being raised by the committees and sub-committees. 

· John asks if Kip is suggesting having a different timing for the SAC meetings or more than this.
(1) Kip says this might help out a bit – scheduling seems to be an issue.

· John asks if Suzanne has any thoughts on this – 

(1) Suzanne says she isn’t sure when it is best to hold the SAC meetings acknowledging timing is an issue. 
4. John mentions this should be brought up in a future SAC meeting and if time permits we can discuss later in today’s meeting.

A. Operations Subcommittee-(OSC - Gregg Morris)

1. Budget Reports – Mary Frantz

· Mary reviewed the reports.

· Gregg points out that expenses are behind because we are understaffed and we haven’t yet incurred expected legal expenses for a new WREGIS system contract.

· Gregg asks when the CEC compliance reporting will begin in WREGIS 

1. Kate stated it is tentatively set for the end of March 2010
· Jason mentions that for retained revenue it looks like $100,000 is the difference, but since retained earnings are cumulative the total is $230,000.00. 

· John asked who keeps the retained revenues the CEC or WECC?
1. Mary answered that retained revenues stay with the WREGIS program. 

2. Change Control Budget – Mary Frantz
· Mary reviewed report. 
· The approved PCR’s with estimated costs have been added to year 3
3. Updates:

· Gregg mentions at the end of our OSC meeting on Friday the proposal came up to reduce the frequency of the meetings. 

1. The proposal is that we go to a quarterly meeting except for the period that the budget is being formulated and then it would go to monthly.

2. Suzanne thinks this makes sense.

3. John asks if we will still see the monthly splits or will we see quarterly intervals on the revenue and expense charts?

(a) Mary says unless the committee wants this to change she would prefer to keep the reporting the same just change the frequency of reporting. 

4. Anne-Marie mentions quarterly should be fine unless something comes up then meet more often

5. Jason agrees with Anne-Marie unless events worth reporting come up on a more frequent basis

(a) John mentions the OSC chair and the WREGIS staff can make this call. 

(b) Mary says she will still be running numbers for reports on a monthly basis. We just would not meet on a monthly basis. 

6. Jason asks would it be possible to post this on a monthly basis on the website.
(a) Mary says we could do this but it might be the last week of every month and posted on the Operations section of the website.
