IV. New PCR’s/PIR’s to be addressed:
a. PCR 157: Adding Utah to WREGIS 
Lars Kvale from APX reported on this item.  He mentioned that in order to add Utah to WREGIS developers need to manually change a lot of the code. He proposed that instead of doing this, developers could change the way States are added to WREGIS making it much more cost-effective in the future to add additional states. The cost of changing how states are added to WREGIS is only slightly higher than the cost of adding Utah manually. Both are somewhere in the $5000-$8000 range. If the functionality of adding states in the future is changed the cost is around $1000 to add each state.

· There was some discussion within the group as to why this change would only cost around $5000.00 versus the almost $20,000 quoted last year.

· Someone suggested that WREGIS dollars pay for the part that makes it easier for other states to be added.    
Action Item:  Lars will add whether or not this would help other programs (Green-e, SMUD or just the states).  He will also get Utah in and then change the coding so adding a state is more of an automated process.  

b. PCR 159: Mass Transfers 
Lars Kvale from APX reported on this item. He mentioned that with the way WREGIS is built right now, APX would have to develop a separate system that would tie into WREGIS to incorporate mass transfers.  APX does not feel like they have the resources to complete this item at this time, but would be willing to explore the option later on down the road.  

Action Items:  Andrea and Jamie will talk offline to look at other options that WREGIS may assist with, to help BPA.
Lars will see about putting this on their plate in the long term and will also see if it will be functional for MRETS as well.
c. PCR 160: Itemized Billing 
Lars Kvale from APX reported on this item.  APX has a few more questions, but can definitely complete this item; it is just a matter of determining specific report items.  
Action Item:  Jamie will work with the WREGIS Staff and Lars to determine how they want this report to look.
