B. APX-API proposal changes in content and venue- (Katherine Graham)

i. Want to make sure that in allowing anyone connecting to WREGIS that there is some structure and there would be a formal process and they would come to APX and APX would establish that connection. 

ii. This would be in the contract on how to establish this connection. Potential of a 3rd party overloading the WREGIS system with too many queries coming and going.
