III. Agenda Review 
IV. Status Report
A. Inter-registry Transfers Update
1. Andrea - the only update she has on this is that WREGIS is starting to have conversations with APX on doing Inter-Registry transfers.

2. Suzanne asks if this will be a pilot project between two or more registries.

3. Andrea says that for scope it will be along these lines. 
B. Incremental Resources Working Group Update
1. Kip is not on the call so we do not have anything new with this.
2. Suzanne will check with Kip on the status. 

C. NERC E-tag Working Group Update
1. Rob Campbell is not on the call but he created a white paper.
· He was going to be distributing this paper soon. 
2. Suzanne will follow up with Rob on this. 
D. APX Contract
1. We have had initial conversations with APX and we are scheduled to talk again early next week. We are shooting to have everything done in time for deadlines. 
2. We are still aiming for the July WECC BOD meeting for approval. 
3. We are hoping that we have fairly decent final terms if not language for the May WC meeting for discussion.
4. John asks if at the May meeting the WREGIS committee will have an entire draft.
· Andrea says this is the plan but we need to see terms before this can go to the committee.
· John asks if we will look at having an in between meeting for the WC to look at the contract if we can’t see this at the May meeting?
· Andrea says yes. We may need to do this. 
V. Other
A. Policy for moving generators between tracking systems / Rule on Transfer of Unit and Simultaneous Registration
1. Language was developed for this and put on the WREGIS site.
2. Does the current language reflect those discussions?

· Andrea says yes it does.

3. Suzanne asks if anybody had any questions with the current language proposed.

· No questions

4. Andrea says our next step is to put this into the operating rules that are being revised then the entire operating rules will go out for comment

5. This will not be in effect until the new operating rules come in which will be this summer. Possibly in the July timeframe. 

B. New Policy – Operating Rules
1. Draft rule for repeat contract defaults for non-payment of fees.
· No comments received except the comment from Jack – and the rules reflect this change.

C. Our next step is to put this into the operating rules that are being revised then the entire operating rules will go out for comment PCR-159 Mass Transfers

1. Jamie explained proposal. 

2. He wants to go through the new functionality training early next month to understand the new process for transferring certificates to see how it will help. 

3. Suzanne asks APX if the training will address this issue

· James says he thinks this will help a lot. 

4. Jamie says it would be nice to have this PCR by Quarter 1 next year.

5. James says they will discuss options and bring this back to Jamie and call him if necessary. 

6. Suzanne says we will talk about the results of these conversations at the next PSC meeting

7. Andrea mentions that she was considering this should also go to SAC because other customers may be interested. Jamie could gauge a little better what the interest would be. 

8. Andrea also suggests that Jamie reach out to his counter-party at WAPA because they may also be interested in what he is proposing. 

D. Jeremy Weinstein – he spoke to Andrea about test energy. How do we go about getting into this and getting into the que. 

1. Andrea mentioned the way this came about was through discussions in SAC on getting test energy into the system. We just need to determine what path Policy would like to see this on.
· John suggests we make this more general.

· Andrea says we want to make sure everybody is treated fairly in this. 

· If Jeremy puts together a PIR does Suzanne want to see this start in her committee?

· Suzanne says yes because we need to sort out some things with this

· Andrea says we would also need to establish a policy in place as well for this. 

2. Jeremy asks if an Account Holder  wants any previous year’s assessments that they should pay all year’s dues for the year’s requested. 
3. John says we might consider 2 years to capture all situations

· Andrea cautions changing functionality permanently in order to deal with one time issues– our goal in looking at this is to give people sufficient time to complete this. She urges caution in looking to go back 2 or 3 years to assist people who didn’t sign up in time. 

· Kate thinks it’s debatable for WREGIS to go back in time to capture REC’s and that this is for going forward with this and not retroactively. 

4. Linda Watts with SDG&E asks whether this would mean the CA entities with certificates starting 5/2008 would need to backload to 1/2008
· Andrea says this is not an issue we cover in WREGIS discussions but discussed by the CEC. 

1. Bobbie will e-mail Jeremy a PCR/PIR request form 
· John to provide Jeremy some input on this.
