A. Brief report from April 26 WREGIS Committee Meeting (Kip Pheil, SAC)
1. Cancelled due to move of WECC and WREGIS – next meeting is the 24th of May
B. E-Tag Work Group (Rob Campbell)

1. White Paper Status and Responses from Stakeholders

i. Had meeting in January with smaller group – to propose redesigned ideas and came up with white paper on 2 different possibilities on feedback.
ii. NERC Tag White Paper will be posted on WREGIS website, and comments are encouraged and welcome, which can be posted directly on the website.

iii. WREGIS will be sending out notice for May 27 sub-group meeting.

iv. The comments will be discussed at the SAC meeting in June. 
v. Andrea mentions that WREGIS would love to see some good comments from people that utilize this functionality because without your help we cannot make the best use of this functionality.
vi. John asks Rob to keep in mind that there is available Change Control budget now that may not be available in September.
C. Test Energy (Kate Zocchetti, CEC) Andrea gave background on this
1. Kip gave report on comments – 
i. To push back the 75 day cut off 

ii. Kate put together a summary 

iii. WREGIS staff is in support of tracking test energy in WREGIS 

iv. Andrea mentions there was an idea brought up at the last PSC meeting – 

A. System  would allow certificates to be generated prior to the COD

B. Allow a longer look back period to possibly 12 months

a. Jeremy reads the current draft of the change control form

C. Discussion on QRE’s looking back the 12 months. 

D. Mary mentions that  the WREGIS system allows prior period adjustments up to 2 years if the generator is eligible, however this does not require the QRE to go back that far
2. Discussion / recommendation on most viable options
3. Jeremy to modify draft Change Control Form based on comments and circulate for more
D. API for Automated Downloads (Owen Goldstrom, PG&E)

1. Presented PCR-181 form at last SAC meeting

2. PG&E is looking to solicit some additional feedback, with comments to be submitted to Owen
3. PG&E anticipates they will download this report an average of about 4 times a day. 

4. Discussed extent of data that could be extracted and how; Owen described an automated download of existing reports which the account holder could use off-line.
5. Andrea mentions her understanding is the format in which the API would communicate would have to be set up in advance. 

6. A description of the PCR and an online method for collecting comments will be posted on the WREGIS website.  
7. Andrea mentions we need revised proposal by a week ahead of time. 

8. Owen will send WREGIS language to be included in an e-mail notice to all SAC members, requesting their comments. 

E. Retro-REC WREGIS Process (Kip Pheil, Oregon)

1. Not a lot has happened – heard from handful of generators but continued to be delayed on paperwork. 

F. (Possible) Update on April 23 CPUC Workshop on T-RECs

1. Deferred to follow item G. 

G. New PCR from BPA, PCR-159: Allow parties to initiate the mass transfer of RECs via the upload of data files into the WREGIS system.  Will this benefit other parties as well?
1. PCR-159 – Jamie Sims gave background on this PCR. When it was first introduced, we were told at the time that APX did not have the manpower to do this. Notes new transfer function meets some of their needs but the PCR-159 request is less subject to data entry errors by automating more steps. 
2. The proposal will be posted on the WREGIS website for other SAC members to provide comments by the end of the month.
