III. Items for Discussion

A. PCR-174 - Revisions to aggregate meter allocations and mixed fuel allocations
1. Kari Clark – Excel – 

2. Estimated Cost $8,640.00 and 64 Hours from APX

3. Andrea explained purpose of PCR – right now staff’s biggest concern is that this is very staff intensive so while not necessarily opposing it – if we do adopt this change staff would be looking to charge for re-allocations and cost will go to those who are creating cost. 

4. Anne-Marie asked how APX solved the record keeping

a. James said they will keep track in the event log

b. John asks Andrea if this change will help with a related situation with their power plant

c. Andrea says she can’t say whether this will fix his situation or not but APX does have it on their calendar to look at his situation. Andrea agrees that his situation definitely needs to get this fixed because this is something the customer should do on their own.

d. Anne Marie asks for an estimate of how long it would take for staff to make these changes and if we have charges set in place

1. Andrea says this wouldn’t be an hourly charge but a per change charge 

2. WREGIS has no idea at this point what type of staff it will take to accomplish this

e. Discussion on REC’s James Webb explains

1. John asks if we can retire a 2009 REC in 2010 – WREGIS doesn’t have any restrictions on this

2. Andrea confirms WREGIS doesn’t have any restrictions on this.

f. Kip asks procedurally how establishing the cost comes about.

1. Andrea responds that Staff at this point has been establishing their own charges for other services and she doubts this would be different

g. Anne-Marie asks Kari how often she uses this

1. Kari says in the last year there has been 3 instances

h. Mary asks APX if this fix and the estimated costs include changing historical data as well

1. James says as far as he knows it is looking forward and does not involve any historical changes

2. Mary asks Kari if she wants to reword her change so it goes both ways.

3. James clarifies that this would allow you to make historical data changes – he misspoke. 

4. Anne Marie asks if the cost the WREGIS staff will add will affect her stance on moving forward

· Kari says this definitely makes it difficult

· Andrea clarifies that if this is something that they are looking at the cost would not be a burden. 

i. Kip asks if there has been a preliminary decision for the change order itself

1. Anne-Marie says she hasn’t looked into this but would depend on being a fairly universal application and we would pay for it and not EXCEL

2. Andrea agrees with this – if Kari decides to move forward with this it is something that WREGIS would pay for. 

j. Anne Marie will bring this forward to the WREGIS committee for approval

k. Suzanne agrees this can skip the Policy Committee

l. Andrea says that this could go on the agenda tomorrow

m. Suzanne will add it to the agenda

B. PCR-176 - Application Programming Interface  for automated communication between WREGIS and an independent commercial service called APX Portfolio Access
1. Katherine Graham – this will be pushed to next CCSC meeting
C. PCR-182 Login Permission Levels-GU historical data

1. Mary gave background – PCR-182 - 185 came as a result of making other changes to the system. APX asked that we bring these through change control

2. James clarifies that these aren’t bugs they are changes that need to be done to the system. 

3. Anne-Marie asks why we have this as high priority 

a. Mary says this is to button down PCR-166 and give it the full functionality that it needs

b. Anne-Marie says these will go to APX for costing as a batch for PCR-182 - 185

D. PCR-183 Login Permission Levels-View only-export report

1. Mary gave background – this will take away export functionality from a view only login

2. Kip asks for clarification

a. Mary says for view only permission this is a function that should not be allowed.

E. PCR-184 Data Upload – Date Range over-write

1. Mary gave background – this was found with PCR-169

2. John asks if this is a situation for only the wrong dates – what if they enter the wrong data

a. Andrea clarifies that this is a date range issue only – we had an internal bug fixed some time ago but missed this one and this could cause a lot of problems

F. PCR-185 Account Status – Effective Date – editable field
1. Mary gave background – PCR-170 association
