III. Agenda Review 
IV. Status Report
A. Inter-registry Transfers Update

1. Andrea says nothing new on this - definitely something we are still going to be talking about. Once contract discussions wind down we can pick this up again. 

B. Incremental Resources Working Group Update

1. Kip gave background material. 

2. Chelan PUD submitted the inset form a couple weeks ago

3. WREGIS staff will identify program administrators or those who will become program administrators – this we haven’t done

4. Seem to be stuck on Chelan did a prelim review and have come to the conclusion that Oregon would be the only state that would profit from this. 

5. PacifiCorp may have some projects to submit to this.

6. In discussion with Kate Zochetti – some of the Chelan projects may be eligible in California

7. The next step would be to send this to program administrators

· Andrea says that WREGIS staff will have no reason than to do what this customer wants since she is submitting this herself. We put this document to Kip’s hands – otherwise we don’t intend on distributing to other administrators because Melissa has indicated that she is looking at small distribution.

· Kip responds that where is the particular downside to distributing this

· Andrea says Melissa has already done a good deal of research on this and we aren’t going to get the feedback in time to allow her to be active and get the certificates that she requested. 

· Suzanne asks if we can go ahead with Melissa’s process and also go into the system and let people know that the process is out there

· Andrea says yes this is something we can do 

· Kip says Suzanne’s process makes sense  - Andrea is okay with forwarding this to other program administrators with the caveat that it won’t slow down the process
· Kip will move forward with his part of the process
· WREGIS Staff will get this moving and let the other PA’s know what is going on.

D. APX Contract
1. Andrea says we are looking at another draft turnaround this week and the deadline for the committee to look at this in late June
V. Other
A. PCR-159 Mass Transfers

1. Jamie Sims – gave background

2. This is out for comment – have not received any comment back

3. Estimate for Mass Transfers was the $30-35,000.00 range

4. The estimate for  the Mass Retirements is in the $35 – 40,000.00 range

5. Would like to keep this through the PSC 

6. Suzanne says the next step to move along would be to send this through CCSC for official costing

7. This will be added to the next SAC / CCSC/ PSC agendas

B. Deliverability in CA – John Pappas

1. How to move the deliverability functionality rewrite more rapidly (Andrea clarified)

2. John feels that this is something that Rob covered and doesn’t feel that he needs to add anything separate. 

3. Andrea says she has discussed the possibility with Rob on other ways to do this but we don’t have a solid rule on what the CEC needs to see and the concern is we are putting something in that will not work long term. 
C. PCR-174 Determine Cost Allocation

1. Was discussed in CCSC with Kari Clark – Andrea gave brief overview.  After this was approved to send to WREGIS committee yesterday we wanted to confirm that cost allocations go through the PSC

2. Suzanne agrees that after discussing this that this cost allocation goes through the CCSC budget.

A. Jeremy wants to add the change control request for the WREGIS retroactivity. He is circulating this currently. Amendment of operating rule 12 – gave background.

D. Jeremy asks is it possible for the system to handle retroactive before WREGIS goes to the live date?

1. Andrea says this will need to be discussed with APX but she is not sure this will become an issue because the date for adjustments will already be up

2. Kip says with ODOE there will be some claims against this.
3. Andrea states that Kip will need to go ahead and request the change he wants, as the one under discussion will not cover what he needs
