· There was some discussion regarding the time line for California entities to retire REC’s for RPS compliance.  The originally proposed date was May, and is now being pushed back to September, which partially explains why the WREGIS revenue projections are low.

· Andrea and Gregg discussed Qualified Reporting Entities’ in the North West and how their issues are going to be resolved shortly, which will provide extra revenue for WREGIS.

V. ETNNA

Andrea addressed this issue expressing concerns over the cost ($10,000 year). As of now, we have not paid the current invoice. Andrea sighted low production as her greatest concern. Further discussion items are listed below:
· John Pappas expressed the need to determine whether WREGIS is going forward with ETNNA this year or next year, he also mentioned that ETNNA resolves issues between the regional tracking systems.
· There was a discussion about what service ETNNA is providing to justify the $10,000.  

The OSC has unanimously recommended that this issue go before the WREGIS Committee for further discussion at their next meeting in May.
