iii. Even though this is a substantial increase it will look a little worse now than later because we are not used to seeing everything clumped into one number.

i. Andrea says that as far as she knows FERC couldn’t see any problem with WREGIS being within WECC – the only area of concern was the statutory allocation

E. Contract Task Force

i. Update - Andrea

ii. We have been going back and forth with APX on several contract drafts

iii. Have one item that we are waiting for APX to respond to and then we can put back a draft for another response this week. 

iv. Couple of issues that we have out there are major

a. What happens after the contract ends? Right now there isn’t a provision that allows us to move forward with the software and no guarantee of service from APX. We are looking for some sort of certainty long term on this one. 

b. The last draft we proposed was turned down flat – at this point we don’t feel like we are close at all. We have a proposal for long term security. 

c. John asks if involvement from the WREGIS committee would help at this point.

i. Andrea says we could definitely have input from the committee but if APX is turning down proposals we are not sure if input from the WREGIS committee will be beneficial.

ii. Andrea says she is hoping to hear back from APX and she has an additional proposal regarding having long term stability. If we can’t resolve this we may have to have some sort of intervention because we are running out of ideas. 

iii. The contract needs to be submitted to the WECC  Board members no later than June 29th. We are aware that the timing is getting tight but we haven’t come to terms on this one issue and we are working hard to have this term acceptable to both parties. 

iv. Jason likes John’s idea and maybe we should schedule a call for next week and if it isn’t needed we could cancel. 

v. Andrea will send out an invite for the week after next for early in the week. 

d. John asks would it make sense to have a WC call prior to the APX call next week.

i. Andrea says yes we wanted WC input anyway and she will send out inquiries to schedule something up next week as well. 

e. WREGIS Committee agrees with this. 

v. John asks about the extension of the CEC and WECC contract – 

a. Andrea says this has formally been presented to the WECC Board.
