	Title: Allow account holders to export RECs to NC-RETS and NAR where there is currently capability of receiving WREGIS RECs for North Carolina and Missouri compliance.


	Description: 
Currently the states of North Carolina and Missouri both accept out-of-state RECs.  Market participants in these states have contracts for RECs held in WREGIS.  It is requested that WREGIS list NC-RETS and NAR as compatible tracking systems for exporting RECs.  Further, this request is limited to such tracking systems due to APX being aware of the immediate need from the market to complete export transactions with named tracking systems.

In order for market participants to complete delivery on these contracts, WREGIS will need to be able to export RECs to NC-RETS and NAR.  This will allow Account Holders in NC-RETS and NAR to retire them for the state RPS compliance program in the tracking systems.

APX Response:  
APX will need to “turn-on” export functionality to allow Account Holders to indicate a transfer(export) to NC-RETS and NAR.  This will occur using the current transfer screen but adding an export option showing available compatible tracking systems and allow for entry of AH ID and AH Name for the buyer in the compatible tracking system.

Once the export request is transmitted in WREGIS, the WREGIS Administrator will be notified of the pending export request.  The process for communicating the export requests from WREGIS to NC-RETS and NAR is still to be finalized between the Registry Administrators of the tracking systems.  Currently, there is a manual spreadsheet process being used successfully between PJM and MIRECS tracking systems.  However, APX is currently in the process of developing an automated solution which will use APIs to eliminate staff hours managing the export process.  In the interim, if WREGIS staff would like additional APX backup support to assist in the manual process, we are available to do so.


	Reason for Change:  
Currently the states of North Carolina and Missouri both accept out-of-state RECs.  Market participants in these states have contracts for RECs held in WREGIS.  
In order for market participants to complete delivery on these contracts, WREGIS will need to be able to export RECs to NC-RETS and NAR.  This will allow Account Holders in NC-RETS and NAR to retire them for the state RPS compliance program in the tracking systems.

Consequences of not Implementing Change: 
Contract delivery will not be possible in the registry tracking systems.  Compliance with the state programs will need to be managed without the tracking system functionality.


	Deliverables:  APX will need to “turn-on” export functionality to allow Account Holders to export to NC-RETS and NAR.
