IV. Status Report
A. Inter-registry Transfers Update

1. Andrea has been working with other registries to do an information exchange to find out what they are doing and whether or not it’s working and she will continue with this avenue
B. Incremental Resources Working Group Update
1. Andrea spoke with Melissa Lyons about 10 days ago and she indicated that she is still waiting for action from Kip’s office

C. NERC E-tag Working Group Update
1. Kate gave overview of what was discussed at the meeting in July. See NERC E-tag minutes for details.
1. Rob has come to the conclusion that all of the work done over the last year to hammer out some of the fixes to this problem caused us to head down avenues that may not be feasible 
2. He suggested going down another avenue to speak with APX in what they need from the WREGIS system and have APX come up with possible fixes. 
3. Rob posted use cases and requested comments but none have come in. 
4. We have been working on this for over a year.
a. Suzanne mentions that this may need to go back to SAC
b. Suzanne asks Kate if Rob thinks this is ready to go to Change control
(a) Kate thought that this was the plan
(b) Andrea and John are in agreement that this needs to be sent back through the SAC. 
(c) Andrea thinks taking this back to a SAC meeting for discussion and then at that time putting it out for comment as well will be the preferable avenue for moving this PCR. 
(d) This needs to be added to the SAC as an agenda item
c. Andrea mentions that it might be of some use for APX to put in comments also if they think the document is too broad in scope. 
D. APX Contract
1. This item can be removed from further agendas.
2. This was to make sure everybody was aware that this was approved by the WECC Board and we are going through the exercise of getting executable copies in place. 
V. Items for Discussion


A. Pro-Rata –(Jeremy Weinstein)

1. Jeremy thinks this has been resolved

B. Cost Allocation Matrix (tracking and reimbursing funds paid by AH)
1. If the requestor of the change is covering the entire cost but wants to be reimbursed if other Account Holders want to use or benefit from this down the road. 
2. Second user would pay 20% of cost and this would be returned to original user up to 80%
1. Andrea says the way this is right now it would be easy for WREGIS to track this but if we make it any more complicated the staff work burden will increase. 
3. Kari wonders if there are more than 5 utilities benefiting from this function then shouldn’t the original requestor be reimbursed the full amount. 

1. It has been proposed to change Note 8: "Requester pays 100%” that the requester of the change can receive 100% reimbursement and this will be moved to the WC for approval

2. Andrea doesn’t think there will be a problem in accounting to reimburse the original submitter. 

C. PCR-186 - Retroactive Creation of WREGIS Certificates

1. A smaller group will meet with Jeremy Weinstein on the 19th to make this a little more focused so we will not have discussion today until we find out the outcome of the meeting. 
VI. Other

A. PIR-159 allows account holders to export RECs to NC-RETS and NAR where there is currently capability of receiving WREGIS RECs for North Carolina and Missouri compliance.
1. Katherine gave background on the PIR
2. Suzanne clarifies that the functionality is already there it is just a matter of making this fields available
1. Katherine says yes but there may be minor fields added to bring the functionality up to date
3. John asks if we also have the import functionality
1. Katherine says APX did build this out but she is unsure what the function is capable of at this point
4. John asks if it makes sense to do the import at the same time
1. Andrea says the reason this is broken up into pieces is because the import is going to be much more complicated to get moving than the export section. There are policy issues and issues with re-importing certificates that were from WREGIS and have gone somewhere else etc
5. Andrea says we can send this to change control but given the fact that  the system functionality is already there this is a policy issue and at no cost so this can go straight to WC for approval. 

1. Suzanne recommends sending this to the WREGIS Committee for approval.
