B. Change Control Budget Report

2. Andrea clarifies that PCR 159 will be billed to the CEC and BPA will reimburse WREGIS for this. This will be approx $30,000 in revenue. 

C. FY2011 Proposed Budget – Final Approval
1. Claudia mentions there have been no changes since last meeting

2. This will be final OSC approval before it goes to the WREGIS Committee for their final approval.

D. FY 2012 Revenue Projection 
1. Andrea believes that retirement Revenue out of OR is about equivalent to CA retirement revenues for Calendar 2008
2. Andrea says at this point 

a. We are looking at above $170 thousand in revenue, within 10% of CA. 

3. Jason mentions in regards to the uncertainty of CA retirements does Suzanne have an update

a. Suzanne says the CEC is holding  a public workshop at the end of the month and they are looking at getting the guidelines out hopefully at the end of September. 

b. Jason asks if there is a legal obligation to retire once the guidelines are out

c. Suzanne says they have to have something for  compliance to the PUC but is not sure what the process is for this. 

d. Suzanne will keep us updated and let the committee know what timeframe WREGIS is looking at.
e. Suzanne heard from the CEC staff that they are not putting out a specific date for 2008 and 2009 retirements.  The guidelines only state that they need to be retired as soon as they can. The guidelines specify a deadline of June 2011 for 2010 retirements. 

4. Discussion on guidelines deadline for retired REC’s.

a. Request for CEC to add a deadline for 2008 and 2009 retirements

1. Suzanne will add this to the list of topics to be discussed at the CEC public meeting. 
5. Andrea mentions the additional staff person is in the FY2011 Budget
6. Jason asks Andrea to let us know what the entire monthly budget impact is for the additional staff person inclusive of the benefits, salary, overhead, etc… at our next meeting.
