A. System Operations- (James Webb)

VI. Subcommittee Reports:

A. Operations Subcommittee-(OSC- Jason Marks)

1. Items for approval

i. FY2011 Proposed Budget – Final Approval
a. Andrea’s analysis is that this budget level is sustainable

b. Jason moves that the WC adopts this budget

c. Suzanne seconds the motion

d. Jack asks in regards to the additional step included in the budget – he doesn’t see a large difference in the salary amount that we budgeted for 2010.

e. Jason responds that this includes more employees – Andrea intends to not fill this position until there is more certainty on Retirement RECs. 

f. Andrea adds that the reason we don’t see a lot of difference is that there was someone budgeted for this year and we did not fill the position. This is why there isn’t a significant difference in the salary amounts. 

g. This budget is approved 7/0

a. Jason gave detailed review of the budget report. See the report background materials for more information

b. Jason mentions that the PIRs for the BPA job will be coming out of the CEC budget due to the way the contract is organized – BPA will pay WREGIS for the change and WREGIS will have this payment as revenue.

i. PIR-159 Allow account holders to export RECs to NC-RETS and NAR where there is currently capability of receiving WREGIS RECs for North Carolina and Missouri compliance.

vi. Jason asks if it will always be clear that they are using a special functionality

1. Andrea uses BPA as an example and explains that it will be hard to limit usage to only the party that paid for it but on the other hand PGE’s request is so specific that it can only be used in the PGE account

2. Andrea is not sure how we would go about charging for something that is already in their account

vii. Andrea mentions that once staff gets a better idea on  if the functionality is being used – this will have to come back to the WC for further consideration

1. Jack mentions we have this problem already

2. Jason agrees and thinks we should make the change with the understanding that this may take some refinement
