B. E-Tag Work Group (Rob Campbell/Lisa Hopkins, Powerex)

1. Update on comments on “use-case”
a- Number of meetings recently. Complicated issue. Redesign functionality in WREGIS. Meeting last week to discuss. Rob led discussion on the Use Case. Use case designed around verification test. Allows rules to change flexibly. Group will work on a mechanism to provide wider usage. Next Meeting November 4th.

C. Update to WREGIS Operating Rules (Andrea Coon)

a- Email sent a few weeks back that changes were made to Operating Rules. They are posted on the comment page. Changes are substantial. Changes will follow into 1 of 3 categories. Removing items that are superfluous; Items not actually required by WREGIS staff; clean up language and clarify rules. One set of detailed comments already received, posted on comment page. Formatting errors will be taken care of once Rules are finalized. Andrea will document changes. Next meeting will contain more specific details. This will not be the only time this will be done. WREGIS Staff will continue to work to create a clean document. Comments must be made by October 15th, prior to next WC meeting.
D. Retro-REC WREGIS Process in Oregon (Kip Pheil, Oregon)

1. Status update-PCR 192-Sent out last week. Bottom line, asking generation be extended. Based on first vintage of REC’s. WREGIS Staff cannot currently go back. Oregon RPS January 2007. Trying to determine the number of months needed. Will need more information from APX as far as amount of work to determine where to go next. Andrea would like to hold off until more stake holders have time to comment. Generators would need to obtain certification from Oregon before proceeding. Andrea asked if a spreadsheet would be provided to WREGIS staff. Data would need to be loaded into system for verification purposes. Oregon would publish a list of qualifying generators. This would allow buyers to know the status of REC’s. (See PCR 192 for more details). APX will be making limited changes. This is not as broad a change as detailed in PCR 192. Only for Oregon compliance. It was suggested that perhaps something could be done to make this a more global change. Steps need to be taken to prevent double counting or fraudulent REC’s. If a list of generating units is published by WREGIS or Oregon it may create a more efficient public auditing tool. This may not prevent fraudulent issues. Some form of cross checking will be necessary. Is there a way to do a retirement for 2025 REC’s? The real concern is being able to ascertain eligibility. What are the alternatives if WREGIS cannot accommodate this functionality? Oregon does not have available staff or funding. Andrea asked for comments on this issue. Comment page should be up sometime today. Kip will send information to WREGIS. There is concern about generating units being cut out due to dates.
